General behaviour
• Treat all members of, and persons associated with BSAC with respect.

BSAC Instruction
• Treat your instructor and fellow students with respect.
• Make your instructor aware if you have difficulties in attending sessions.
• Arrive in good time before the sessions start to complete any warm up as directed
by your instructor.
• If you arrive late report to your instructor before entering the water.
• Ensure you have all your equipment with you.
• If you need to leave the water for any reason during instruction inform your
instructor and buddy before doing so.
• Listen to what your instructor is telling you at all times and obey instructions
given.
• Think about what you are doing while under instruction and if you have any
problems discuss them with your instructor at an appropriate time.
• If you have any problems with the behaviour of fellow Club members report them
at the time to an appropriate adult.
